In order for USAID to contract your services, you must provide: (1) resume, (2) Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) number; (3) be registered in the System for Award Management (SAM), and; (4) complete the Electronic Questionnaires for Investigations Processing (e-QIP) and fingerprinting to facilitate a background verification.
How to get a DUNS number:  Dun & Bradstreet (D&B) provides a D-U-N-S Number, a unique nine digit identification number, for each physical location of your business.  D-U-N-S Number assignment is FREE for all businesses required to register with the US Federal government for contracts or grants.  Please visit the following website to request a DUNS number http://fedgov.dnb.com/webform.
